Instructions for short abstracts: Title in times new roman-12 pnts centered
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This set of instructions is given in the style and format to be used by authors in preparing the short abstracts for EXMATEC 2014. Please follow this example in preparing your abstract. The title of the conference must be indicated as shown in the model. The abstract must be written in English and submitted as a MS WORD document (.doc not .docx). Type the title in bold letters in initial capital and lower case, single-spaced. In the next line write the author(s), underlining the presenting one and using different superscripts for authors belonging to different institutions. On the next line, type the affiliation(s) and addresses in initial capitals and lower case using italic characters. Use different lines for different institutions. The e-mail address of the presenting author must be reported in the last line of the affiliations section.

Begin the abstract text one line below the last line of the affiliations section, single-spaced, using text justification. Use the font Times New Romans, Size 12, with 3 cm margins on all left and right sides and 2.5 cm in top/bottom. 

References should be numbered in arabic superscript1. The corresponding references are stated in the end, after the (optional) figures in times new roman-10 pnts in the style shown. Up to two figures can be inserted after the abstract. See Fig.1 for figure caption style. Pay attention that figures show correctly even when printed in black & white. The figures should be placed using tables without lines. The abstract should not exceed one page, including figures and references.
The short abstract should not exceed 300 words and must be submitted until March 7st, 2014.
